Attendance and make-up policy for classes (not including Camps), withdrawals

If you need to skip a class, reschedule, or withdraw from classes, please fill out the necessary
form. After submitting the form, you should receive a confirmation email. If you do not receive a
confirmation, please fill out the form again.

All classes to be missed, including vacations, must be reported online at least 24 hours prior
to class to qualify for a make-up lesson by filling out the appropriate form on the Studio’s website
(studioanthurium.com/absence).

If you are missing classes due to iliness, the "absence notice" form must be completed no later
than 3:00 PM. If you are missing classes for personal reasons (doctor's appointments, vacations,
holidays, etc.), the "absence notice" form must be completed no later than 48 hours in advance.
Submitting the absence form after the specified time does not provide the option for make-up
classes.

Unexcused absences will not be provided with a make-up option.

You can request make-up classes via WhatsApp or email; verbal requests over the phone or in
person will not be recorded.
